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Ministerõs Letter ? 
 

For the tennis af icionados among us, weõve got 

Wimbledon this month, how exciting is that?!  I 

love Wimbledon and plan to go with Jack for a 

day.  If you donõt like tennis, then I hope you have 

other things to look forward to this summer.  At 

the beginning of this month , we have the CTEER 

24-7 week of prayer at Trinity.  Many thanks to 

those who helped set it up, and who took part.  As 

I write this , Iõm trusting itõll be a great 

encouragement and itõll be interesting to see what 

God says to the CTEER churches , including us.  For Trinity, we approved next 

yearõs budget in May and we need to really dig deep into prayer for the funds 

to come in.  This is something growing churches do.  I believe it is very right to 

trust God for our finances.  Do come along to the Saturday morn ing prayer 

meetings, to pray for this and Trinityõs future (8.30am).  We must make sure 

we monitor progress very closely , so we can adjust our plans accordingly.  

Thank you to those who attended , and spoke at , our special church meeting on 

17 May.  It was good to hear various views.  I was encouraged when someone 

told me how excited they are about what God is doing and will do through our 

financial situation.  

 

God really is at work among us.  I see people at Trinity listening to and opening 

up to God as he stirs them.  He is turning our soil because he wants us to grow.  

He sent his Holy Spirit to guide and lead us in our growth and this may 

bewilder, amaze and perplex us at times.  If, and when it does, weõll be in good 

company, for on the actual day of Pen tecost , those present were bewildered, 

amazed and perplexed.  This seems a good thing to me , because we canõt box 

God in, heõs too big for us to do this but we donõt always like it when we donõt 

feel in charge.  If you have experiences of God working in yo ur life , then it 

would be great to hear from you.  You could write  something for the magazine 

and/ or, preferably , share it in a service.  Do get in touch.  

 

What is the Holy Spirit saying to us at Trinity about the way forward?  Weõre 

beginning to look at t his.  What is Godõs main purpose for Trinity over the next 

five years or s o?  What do we need to be focus ing on?  What needs to 

underpin what we do?  How do we need to be organised to do this?  What do 

we need to continue with?  What do we need to stop?   
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There are many different ways of approaching all this.  Iõm currently exploring 

how we might address it.  òThe Healthy Churchesõ Handbookó by Robert 

Warren (2007) is interesting and works with 7 marks of a healthy church , 

which are:  

i) being energised b y faith,  

ii) having an outward looking focus,  

iii) seeking to find out what God wants,  

iv) facing the cost of change and growth,  

v) operating as a community,  

vi) making room for all,  

vii) doing a few things and doing them well.  

  

Iõm particularly challenged by the last one.   How do you think Trinity does?  

 

Another fascinating and important book is by Steve Chalke with Anthony 

Watkis, called òIntelligent Church: A Journey Towards Christ-centred 

Communityó (2006).  Chalke and Watkis argue that, òeach generation is called 

to reinvent or rediscover what it is to model accessible and authentic church 

within its surrounding cultureó and òwe need to ask what an intelligent and 

biblical response to our culture looks likeó (p14).  They make the point that 

inte lligent churches in the C21 st  will vary in form but window dressing is not 

what counts.  Instead we need to nail down what it means to BE church.  They 

suggest that there is a spiritual hunger òout thereó, which I think we know, so 

the opportunity for the church has never been greater, but people donõt like 

what they see the church is offering , so, whilst there is this great 

opportunity , Chalke and Watkis say , òthe relevance of the church to whole 

swathes of the population has never been lessó (p22).  For n ow, one more very 

telling quote from Chalke and Watkis.  They say, òwe cannot attempt to 

maintain the status quo while simultaneously hoping for radical change  é Our 

desire to hang on to our institutions may well prove to be the very thing that 

wrests them  from our graspó (p25).  Challenging stuff which I hope will inspire 

you to think and pray critically about how we move forward.  

 

What we are planning to do is run the Alpha Course again in the autumn.  Please 

see the article about this in this magazine  (page 8).  The challenge here , 

though , is going to be to invite someone to come along with you.  This is not 

about just us coming along.  We were able to do this during Lent.  Alpha is 

fundamentally about making new disciples, not shoring up old ones!  The t wo 
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Lent courses have been helpful to those who took part and it looks too as 

though both will continue as new ongoing small groups, which is great news.  

 

Occasionally, I get feedback from sermons.  Several people commented on 

being touched and challenged w hen I preached about Caleb and Joshua in May.  

Why not reflect on this verse, Numbers 14:24, which, in The Message says, 

òBut my servant Caleb ð this is a different story.  He has a different spirit; he 

follows me passionately  éó. 

 

Hereõs to a wonderful summer, and Andy Murray as Wimbledon Champion!!

Darryl Thysse , 31.5.09 

òSouthern Cross ó Capsizes 

7 minut es upside down in the Indian Ocean  

At 1.15 this morning, 21  May 2009, a small  ocean rowing boat called òSouthern 

Crossó capsized nearly 1 ,000 miles from Western Australia.   It remained 

upside down for a total of 7 minutes.  Fisherme n in that part of the wo rld have 

been saying that these are the worst storms th ey have seen for years.  The 

two rowers are the youngest to at tempt to cross this vast ocean.  Jamie 

Facer-Childs (21) and James Thysse (22) from Maidenhead and Reading were 

inside their tiny cabin whe n a wave came at them  sideways and tossed them 

over.  Fortunately , the two had battened down the hatches and were inside the 

cabin so that the boat was water -tight.  However, the 7 minutes to self right 

itself was, let us say, anxi ety promoting to say the least.  The two boys were 

desperately hurling themselves against the side of the cabin in an attempt to 

get the boat to start turning right side up but it seeme d that it did not want 

to move.  After those anxious minutes , it began to move.  Still in big sw ells, 

there has not been an opportunity to carry out a full inspection of the damage 

done but the good news is that the oars had been carefully sto wed and appear 

to be undamaged.  It may be too early to laugh at this episode but Mother 

Nature chose her tim e carefully since one of the boys was in the process of 

using the bucket for his ablutions.  We need not imagine the rest but suffice 

to say that they probably have 3 more days õ waiting for the storm to abate.  

Not many people would go along with their imag inary postcard saying òwish you 

were hereó but we certainly take our hat off to these two youngsters who are 

still leading the òpairsó race and who are still committed to arriving in 

Mauritius although the delays are making the possibility of running out o f food 

ever more worrying.   

I am able to write this because their sa tellite phone is still working.  It is 

amazing to be able to talk to them and hear how they are calmly dealing with 

this amazing adventure and all the adversity that is being thrown at th em.  

Good heart, good courage and good luck to them both.

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Near Miss  

The vast Indian Ocean with thousands of miles of open sea, covering 14% of 

the Earthõs total surface, stretches from three landmasses - Africa to Asia 

and to Australia.  In suc h a large area, you would think that the chance of a 

collision with another vessel would be fairly remote.   However, the Indian 

Ocean is also home to some of the worldõs busiest shipping lanes, with large 

container ships exporting goods from one side of th e ocean to the other.  In 

comparison, the tiny marine ply/composite 24 to 36ft long (depending on class 

of boat) ocean rowing boats competing in th e Indian Ocean Rowing Race 2009  

are no match for the 2 ,000ft long steel container ships.  The physical size o f 

the ocean rowing boats also prevents them from appearing on the radar 

screens of passing traffic, making rowing boats incredibly difficult to spot and 

therefore vulnerable.  

 

This is why e ach of the competing crews carries  a little magic box called an 

AI S unit, which has the clever effect of making the rowing boats appear 10 

times larger, as a big glowing dot on the radar  screens onboard other vessels.  

It also has the ability to provide other vessels with useful information about 

the rowing boat, which t ogether allows passing traffic to change course well in 

advance, avoiding a nasty collision.  

  

Following the soaking that was last weekend, James and Jamie  onboard Pairs 

Boat, Boat No. 9 òSouthern Cross ó have reported their AIS unit to be 

temporarily out of action.  After a tiring rowing shift a couple of days ago, 

James and Jamie crashed out in the cabin , only to be rudely woken by a 

startling bright light shining in through their cabin access hatch.   Through 

bleary sleepy eyes , they had the shock of thei r lives when they realised the 

light was coming from a tanker onl y spitting distance from them.  The guys 

held their breath s as the tanker slid silently on by, oblivious to the close 

encounter with òSouthern Crossó.
