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Ministerõs Letter ? 
 

Easter: here one minute, gone t he next!  How was Easter for 

you?  Do you think the world around us, our colleagues  and 

friends and family, took on board the real meaning of Easter 

this year any more than in past years?  It was pretty good to 

see nearly 90 people gather in the ASDA car p ark for our 

outdoor Good Friday service, and wonderful that several other 

local churches were with us, and we may have attracted the 

passing attention of some of the many shoppers, but the fact 

remains that , for the majority , Easter is a chance to have a b reak (or to spend 

it queuing somewhere or other!) and Jesus plays no part  at all.  I believe this 

will change when Christians push more deeply into God and his purposes and do 

our Christianity differently.  God can do whatever he wishes but he has chosen 

t o use Christians to go and make disciples.  So, are we effective enough at 

this?  I donõt think itõs any good hoping and praying that loads of new folk will 

miraculously appear at services at Easter and/ or Christmas if we donõt get 

down to finding more eff ective ways of showing them Jesus during the rest of 

the year, on a daily basis.  That is, showing his amazing love and grace and how 

he can transform lives.  I was touched during the Hour at the Cross service 

when we stood around a large old rough cross a nd hammered nails into it.  As 

the sound reverberated around the church , it deepened my appreciation of 

what Jesus went through for me, and everyone, as the nails were hammered 

into him all those years ago.  I want others to appreciate this too.  

 

As we look towards the summer , three landmarks stand out.  Firstly , there is 

the CTEER 24-7 prayer week coming up which starts on 31 May.  We are 

hosting this.  Please see the separate article in this magazine about it.  Please 

do take part and pray that we can cov er all the slots and have a whole week of 

unbroken prayer about what God wants his church in the local area to be 

involved in. 

 

Secondly, as a church we need to focus once more on stewardship.  This will, 

inevitably, concentrate to a large extent on how we  can sort out our finances 

but mustnõt be seen as simply a finance matter.  It is so much more.  It relates 

to what Iõve already said above about being effective as Christians obediently 

following Jesus.  So, the third priority will be the vision setting w ork I spoke 

about in last monthõs magazine.  Raising funds and spending them needs to be 

done in conjunction with identifying clear priorities for us into the future.  
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Our financial situation remains urgent and needs to be tackled directly but 

must be seen in conjunction with what God wants us to be doing.  Itõs great 

that our giving has gone up, and by an appreciable percentage.  However, it 

really was starting from a very low base , given our current expenditure , and so 

still needs to go up by quite a bit if we are to maintain our current levels of 

expenditure.  And this doesnõt deal with any desired increases in expenditure 

on new work, such as on a youth worker.  Gordon will be keeping us informed of 

progress.  The options are simple.  We cannot set a def icit budget any  more.  

Neither can we borrow money to keep us going.  So, we either have to up our 

income or cut expenditure.  To reiterate and clarify what I said back in 

January, if the majority of us contribute a little more , then we should easily 

turn the situation around.  Ten pounds a month extra per adult would make a 

massive difference!  Gordon is planning an action programme and we are 

planning another extra Church Meeting on 17 May after the 10am service to 

look at this.  These are exciting times which certainly contain challenge.  

Please do pray about the way forward and engage in it.   

 

Itõs great to welcome Phil Hooper as our new Senior Steward (and 

Churchwarden) and Vronwyn Hutch who is going to assist Phil.  Iõm looking 

forward to working with  them both and wish them Godõs blessings as they take 

on this work.  A massive th ank you is due to Richard Cock s too , as he steps 

down as Senior Steward.  

 

On a personal note, Jo and I are extremely grateful for all your prayers, 

support and friendship , as Jo prepares to begin chemotherapy.  As I write , Jo 

doesnõt know how the chemo will affect her.  I shall certainly aim to keep on 

track with what Iõm working on at Trinity but there may be occasions when I 

need to duck out of this or that.  I wonõt find this easy.    

 

I hope you enjoy the wonderful Spring weather.  Isnõt Godõs creation amazing?!

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Finance Update  
You will see on the back of this magazine  a notice of  a 

Special Church Meeting  called for Sunday 17 May after 

the 10.00am service .  The meeting is to agree a detailed 

budget for the year September 2009 to August 2010.   

This is an early start to next year , you may think , but 

necessary.  You will be aware that we have been having  deficit budgets fo r  the 

past 4 years and this has reduced our reserves down to b etween £6,000 and 

NIL - nil if we have to replace the boiler which is now over 20 years old.  The 

Church Council have agreed the proposed budget and the bases of the budget, 

which are: 

1. We cannot have a deficit next year.  

2. We cannot borrow money to pay the basic church running costs.  

3. We need to take positive action in the next budget.  

 

There was some good news - Standing Order giving has increased 29 .5% when 

comparing the Sept 08  - Dec 08  period with t he period Jan 09  - March 09.  

This increase has come without any decrease in cash and envelope giving, thank 

you Trinity  members.  But I am afraid to report that, when you add in 

increasing costs for nex t year , the church still needs more income.  All the 

detail will be given at th e Special Meeting on the 17 May, so  please book this in 

your diary NOW.   

 

If we are to go forward as a church , we all have a part to play.  Nicky Gumbel 

of Alpha said, òThere a re 3 types of people in Church - t hose who make things 

happen, those who watch things happen, and those who haven't a clue what's 

happeningó.  Come along to the special meeting and make things happen !

Therefore, put on the full armour of God, so that when the day of evil 
comes, you may be able to stand your ground, and after you have done 
everything, to stand.  Stand firm then, with the belt of truth buckled around 
your waist, with the breastplate of righteousness in place, and with your feet 
fitted with the readiness that comes from the g ospel of peace.  In addition to 
all this, take up the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the 
flaming arrows of the evil one.  Take the helmet of salvation and the sword of 
the Spirit, which is the word of God.  And pray in the Spirit on all  occasions 
with all kinds of prayers and requests.  With this in mind, be alert and always 
keep on praying for all the saints. ó 

Ephesians 6:10-18 

 

Recently, I had to attend an Employment Tribunal as a witness for my 

organisation.  The situation has been ev olving since last summer and, despite 

several attempts from our side to do so, could not be settled out of court.   

This being the case, after a lot of preparation and mounting anxiety, the day 

approached.  I decided to spend the day before the tribunal pre paring at 

home, but felt vulnerable and tearful, and when a work colleague called to see 

how I was doing, I dissolved into tears over the phone!  Although I worked all 

day, I didnõt seem to be making much headway into the huge file that sat 

before me and I  almost cried off going to the Alpha meeting that evening, but 

as I had promised to take dessert, I decided to go , thinking that the break 

would probably do me good.  Before I did so, I called Anna and asked the 

prayer chain to pray for peace for me and a just outcome to the tribunal.  

 

That eveningõs talk was about resisting evil and how we should use the armour 

of God to protect us as we go about daily lives , as the devil is sly and cunning in 

his attempts to deceive us and tempt us away from Godõs way.  This struck a 

chord with me and I felt that I really needed to put on Godõs armour in 

preparation for the tribunal.  

 

I set my alarm early for the next day , so that I could do some more 

preparation but woke half an hour before it went off.  I decided to get up and 
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read Ephesians 6 and pray about the day ahead.  As I read the passage, I 

prayed about each aspect of the armour and how I felt I needed it in that 

situation ð more than anything, I needed the resilience to stand firm from the 

beginning to the end of  the day; I didnõt want to be wobbly and emotional ð I 

wanted to be quietly assertive and sure of what to say.  

 

In my mind, I put on the belt of truth ð I would of course speak the truth; 

there was no mileage in anything else, but I prayed against being ôtrappedõ by 

cross-questioning where , by the things you say, you unwittingly ensnare 

yourself.  After what we had read (during Alpha) about how the serpent 

tricked Eve, I knew this was the way he worked and I stood against it.  

 

I also put on the breastpla te of righteousness; when we had 

restructured, which had resulted in the redundancies, we had 

acted in good faith so I gave over the whole situation to God ð 

if we had done the wrong thing, then we must take the 

consequences ð I asked God for a fair and ju st outcome, 

whatever that might mean.  

 

On my feet, I needed the readiness that comes from the 

gospel of peace, and I can honestly say that , as I was reading and 

applying this passage of Godõs word to the day ahead, God gave me a deep 

peace and, having tha t, I felt ready.  I was not naïve enough to think it would 

be plain sailing and knew that the situation would test me; I needed to take up 

my shield of faith and use that to defend myself against, and extinguish, the 

flaming arrows.  I prayed that t he pers on who had appealed against our 

decision to make her redundant would not get emotional and angry and, if she 

did, that I would be able to keep calm myself.  

 

As for the helmet of salvation and the sword of the spirit, which is the Word 

of God: I really did  not want to be torn apart by the cross questioning and I 

didnõt want the claimant to feel like this either, so I prayed that we would be 

civil and professional in our questions and responses to each other.  I asked 

God to help us both to think logically a nd be structured about what we had to 

say. 

 

And last of all, to pray, and I ask ed God to help me to remember to pray ð 

about everything!  
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After doing some work, which was very productive (compared to my 

meanderings of the previous day), I walked my dog (as  I usually do at the start 

of the day).  As we walked, the birds sang their praises to God and they helped 

me change my focus from being inwards to upwards and I was able to give 

thanks for the day.  Then, in my head, I was walking clothed in the armour of  

God ð protecting my mind and my body  and, again, I felt Godõs peace.  It was 

like a rock, making me feel solid and self -assured. 

 

Later that morning, when I took my seat in the witness stand, I felt calm and 

composed, which was just as well , as my witness statement took two and a half 

hours to get through, and then the cross -questioning straddled lunch.  This 

meant that I couldnõt talk to our solicitor or the other witnesses but it gave 

me the opportunity to pray and ensure that my armour was still in plac e, and to 

take up my shield of faith ready to extinguish any fiery darts.  Amazingly, 

however, the claimant remained calm and did not get angry, and the cross -

questioning was fairly straight forward.  By 3pm, I had finished and the 

proceedings were adjourne d to be resumed at a later date.  I had stood firm  

and, when it was all over, I still felt calm and reassured!  

 

Reflecting on what happened, it was not the ordeal I had imagined, but an 

amazing spiritual experience ð Godõs peace was wonderful, and using Godõs word 

in preparation and at intervals during the day gave me strength and 

reassurance. 

 

For those of you that prayed as part of the prayer chain, thank you, and letõs 

give thanks to God ð He really di d answer your prayers ð I felt  peaceful and a 

lot mor e besides.  The tribunal will resume at the beginning of July ð so I may 

well contact the prayer chain again closer to the time and ask you to pray 

again. 

 

Meanwhile, I am still reeling at Godõs goodness to me for last Thursday, and it 

has encouraged me to  claim the truth of Godõs word on other occasions.  God 

really is good!
